morning, that’s not the case. My arm sometimes gets tired as | wave to people we’ve come to know and love
over the last 7 years in Panama. The difference is that people can see my face. When they do, they know
something about me. On my motorcycle, they see past me.

The disciples that were walking with Jesus one day were probably tempted, in their despair, to look past
the risen Jesus. Jesus’ face was hidden from their view (maybe he was wearing a motorcycle helmet!). They
didn’t know who it was that was walking with them. They did know, however, that the one who was speaking
was telling them amazing things about God, and their hearts and spirits were jumping up and down inside
them. It wasn’t until Jesus revealed himself to them, physically and spiritually, that they 'saw’ him for who he
was - the Risen Jesus that they saw crucified and buried. Now, the disciples walking the road were even more
hungry to have their request for Jesus to stay with them fulfilled. They wanted to keep seeing Jesus.

Now that Lent and Easter have been experienced for 2017, we might be tempted to turn our attention to
yard work, summer, motorcycle blessings, or things like Spiritual Funding Campaigns. Those things are great,
and we need them, but don’t forget to spend time desiring to keep seeing Jesus. He is the first and the last,
and the One that can open all things to us - forgiveness, salvation, mission. Matthew 6:33 reminds us, “But
strive first for the kingdom of God and his righteousness, and all these things will be given to you as well.”

As we keep seeing Jesus in our CenterPoint funding campaign, in our worship, in our Sunday School,
our Connections Ministry, our homes and schools and workplaces, and all over the place, we’ll recognize His
face on the people we serve and love. Keep seeing Jesus!
